This event is intended primarily for Tops and Switches. 
Bob, a renowned expert in the art of suspension, will dem-
onstrate how to take your bottom to new heights safely. 

MUMMIFICATION (WORKSHOP) 
SUNDAY, JUNE 1   3-6 PM 
Learn about Saran Wrap, Vetrap, and other mummifica-
tions, with variations that include duct tape, PVC tape, 
and colored wrap conducted by Master Tip. We'll supply 
the materials, you supply the ingenuity and creativity. A 
$5 materials fee will be collected at the event. 

NOVICES SIG (SPECIAL INTEREST GROUP)  
Gil and Andrew will conduct a series of 9 four-hour 
workshops for both “Tops” and “bottoms” who have 
little or no experience (or want to brush up on their 
skills). Among the areas covered will be basic bondage, 
spanking and flogging, tit and genitorture, shaving, can-
dles, electricity, and more.

GMSMA offers members and their male guests opportuni-
ties for in depth exploration of specific topics. Although 
members attend at no charge (except for supply fees), each 
guest will be charged $10 at the event (aside from supply 
fees).

Workshops are one-time, “hands-on” learning events. Special 
Interest Groups (SIGs) are groups that get together for a 
series of meetings. None of these events are intended to be an 
actual s/m scene. As a protection for everyone, no drugs or 
alcohol are permitted. These events are generally NOT held 
at the LGBT Center. Initial confirmation calls, with venue 
information, are made to participants 3 weeks before the 
event. Members who do not show up for enrolled events 
without prior notification (or whose enrolled guests do not 
show) will be cancelled from future events. If you sign up for 
an event of March–June, we will make preliminary contact in 
January to confirm that interest.
